The College of Visual and Performing Arts faculty has determined the following qualifications that contribute to effective teaching and learning within the College.  A CVPA faculty member has:

a.  established expertise in the discipline and profession, evident in the Curriculum Vitae;

b.  documented record of achievement as an artist, performer, and or scholar;

c. earned a terminal degree in the discipline; 

d. earned a graduate degree that correlates to an emerging arts field;

e.  demonstrated experience teaching in higher education;

In addition to the above criteria, CVPA also considers the following attributes important:
f. maintains expertise in the field; understands current issues in the discipline; knowledge of core theories and practices in the field;

g. practices leadership in the discipline and in the academy; 

h. encourages learning through understanding for students; helps students take control of their own learning processes and accomplishments;

i. identifies teaching technology that is carefully designed and delivered to encourage active learning;

j. directs creative research and scholarship with colleagues and students;

k. creates a classroom community of learners who respect and value each members participation in the learning process.
